· The contractor shall submit a copy of his/her liability and workers comp insurance certificates to the City Clerk before any payments are made on the contract.
· The city may add or delete properties from this list during the contract period.
· The contract period is one year with four optional, one year, renewals at the discretion of the City/Contractor.
· The city reserves the right to reject any and all bids.
